SPECIAL NOTICE FOR IN-PERSON HEARINGS DURING CORONAVIRUS PANDEMIC FOR INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE IN THE VULNERABLE POPULATION:

1. Individuals who are over age 65 and individuals with serious underlying health conditions, such as high blood pressure, chronic lung disease, diabetes, obesity, asthma, and those whose immune systems are compromised such as by chemotherapy for cancer or other conditions requiring such therapy are considered to be vulnerable populations.

1. Any individuals needing to appear at a court hearing or trial, who are in vulnerable populations may contact the Judge’s office staff to ask to receive special accommodations. 

1. Vulnerable populations who are scheduled for court appearances will be accommodated by allowing them to attend court remotely; or testify by affidavit, or written or video deposition, if necessary and appropriate, as determined by the presiding judge.
